Breed Summary

* “The Irish Draught Horse is a versatile, powerful and athletic animal
with substance and quality. It has a pleasant head, good bone and
a short shin, good spring of rib, strong loins and hindquarters and
an active powerful stride. Known for its good temperament,
docility and willing nature, it has a robust constitution and is
inherently sound. The Irish Draught horse is a foundation breed
that, when crossed with other breeds, will produce all types of
leisure and performance horses.”
